We supported “Works of Toshi Ichiyanagi
3 - Concert for Music and Poetry,” the third
concert of a series in which works of Toshi
Ichiyanagi, one of the most acclaimed
composers of Japanese contemporary
music, are selected according to their
genres and played. As the title indicates, the
program consisted of his works that were
accompanied by poetry of Makoto Ooka
and Takashi Tsujii, evoking awareness toward
the possibility of the relation between music
and words. The concert was also musically
significant, and fruitful in that it gave
young players an opportunity for onstage
expression.

Two projects in the field of contemporary
poetry were selected in 2007 as well. A third-
year grant following 2005 and 2006 was given
to The Ninth Ono Tosaburo Award organized
by the Ono Tosaburo Award Committee
of the Osaka Bungaku Kyokai (Osaka
Literature Association), which encourages
new and creative poets in celebration of the
extensive poetry works of Ono, who was a
theoretical leader in Japanese contemporary
poetry. Junichi Nakaoka and Kozaburo
Nagatsu received Ono Tosaburo Award
for their poetic works, and Yutaka Kubota
received Special Award for his critical essay
on poetry The other grantee in the same

field was Rekiteisha, which is known for
its poetry coterie magazine. We supported
its event Rekitei Festival in Tokyo, in which
Fujimura Kinen Rekitei Award that evaluates
a whole creative career of a poet was given
to Takashi Okai, and Shinei Award that
encourages a new young poet was given to
Mizuki Misumi.

A grant was given also to the “The
Beginnings of Art” Research Division, which
studies how arts began, of Institute for Art
Anthropology, Tama Art University. In
this project, digital archivization of 3,700
paintings and sculptures that are stored in
Tokyo and Mie by an atelier of people with
Down’s syndrome, Atelier Elément Présent,
with which this project cooperate, and a
symposium that introduced the activities of
the atelier and possibility of artistic creations
by people with Down’s syndrome, “Art
immaculé: Learning from the sensitivity of
people with Down’s syndrome” (at Museum
of Contemporary Art, Tokyo, November 24th,
2007) were conducted. Separately from
these projects, experimental video creation
of which theme was the relation between
human beings and animals was also
conducted.
